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pon Cyprus’ EU accession, matters of security and
U free movement of passengers in accordance to
EU requirements have gained even greater importance for
Cypriot ports which have become the ‘gateway’ of the

European Union at its especially sensitive Southeastern

edge.

With this in mind, the Authority increased its security
personnel and the equipment of its port security services.
Monitoring of the sea area is carried out with advanced
technical equipment, which has been installed in Lemesos
port and which will also be installed soon in the port of
Larnaka. The ports of Cyprus are among the first 33 in the
world to have achieved certification based on the ISPS code,
which has been introduced since 1/7/2004 and which relates
to the security of port areas and services. The Authority
has also fully complied with Regulation 725/2004 concerning

maritime security and the security of port facilities.

During the last four years, the Authority has invested
considerably in the area of security, which along with
planned investments for the year 2006, is estimated at some
£1 million. Along with this, increases in personnel expenses
for these services are estimated at £0.5 million a year.
European ports are imposing fees to cover these costs,

an issue which the Authority is also looking into.
