For the import manifest:

If we have a container loaded from China and is coming to Limassol through Alexandria-Egypt then:

The field 17 (port_of_dis, Destination Port) is always the Cyprus port (e.g. limassol).

The fields 25 and 26 are the first country of loading and the first port of loading  (e.g. China, China port).

The fields 20 and 21 are last transhipment country of loading and last transhipment port of loading (e.g. Egypt, Alexandria)

For the export manifest:
If we have a container loaded from Limassol and is going to Italy through Greece.

The field 17 (port_of_dis, Destination Port) is always the Cyprus port of Loading (e.g. limassol).

The fields 27 and 28 are the first country of discharge and the first port of discharge  (e.g. Greece, Greek port).

The fields 18 and 19 are the last country of discharge and the last port of discharge (e.g. Italy, Italian port)
Comments:

1. If VGM is used in an import manifest, it will be ignored and an alert will be generated for the agent;
2. If Reefer Temperature is used in a cargo item that is not a reefer container it will be ignored and an alert will be generated for the agent;
3. If the number of Container dimensions do not match the number of oversizes, they will be ignored and an alert will be generated for the agent;
4. If the number of Commodity Codes do not match the number of Types of Cargo, they will be ignored and an alert will be generated for the agent;
5. If #38 is not true and there are values in #39 and #40, #39 and #40 will be ignored and an alert will be generated for the agent.
